But Ananias answered, "Lord, 

I have heard from many about this man, how much evil 

he has done to your saints in Jerusalem; and here he has 

authority from the chief priests to bind all who invoke 

your name." But the Lord said to him, "Go, for he is an 

instrument whom I have chosen to bring my name before 

Gentiles and kings and before the people of Israel; I 

myself will show him how much he must suffer for the 

sake of my name." So Ananias went and entered the 

house. He laid his hands on Saul and said, "Brother Saul, 

the Lord Jesus, who appeared to you on your way here, 

has sent me so that you may regain your sight and be 

filled with the Holy Spirit." And immediately something 

like scales fell from his eyes, and his sight was restored. 

Then he got up and was baptized, and after taking some 

food, he regained his strength.

But the other disciples 

came in the boat, dragging the net full of fish, for they 

were not far from the land, only about a hundred yards 

off. 

When they had gone ashore, they saw a charcoal fire 

there, with fish on it, and bread. Jesus said to them, 

"Bring some of the fish that you have just caught." So 

Simon Peter went aboard and hauled the net ashore, full 

of large fish, a hundred fifty-three of them; and though 

there were so many, the net was not torn. Jesus said to 

them, "Come and have breakfast." Now none of the 

disciples dared to ask him, "Who are you?" because they 

knew it was the Lord. Jesus came and took the bread and 

gave it to them, and did the same with the fish. This was 

now the third time that Jesus appeared to the disciples 

after he was raised from the dead. 

When they had finished breakfast, Jesus said to Simon 

Peter, "Simon son of John, do you love me more than 

these?" He said to him, "Yes, Lord; you know that I love 

you."

Jesus said to him, "Feed my 

sheep. Very truly, I tell you, when you were younger, you 

used to fasten your own belt and to go wherever you 

wished. But when you grow old, you will stretch out your 

hands, and someone else will fasten a belt around you
